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The O/T Feasts Speak prophetically
There are seven Feasts of the Lord celebrated in the Jewish faith each year. (1)Passover is the very first major feast, followed by (2) The feast of Unleavened Bread,  (3) First Fruits, (4) Pentecost, (5) Trumpets,  (6) The Day of Atonement, and finally (7) Tabernacles. All seven of these memorial feasts are celebrated throughout the Biblical year in strategic succession. Each of these feasts are prophetic in nature and each point to Jesus Christ as the Messiah, the Son of God, and the Lamb of God.

All seven of these Jewish Feasts are previews of “coming attractions” that were or will be fulfilled by Christ Jesus and the New Covenant. The first four Jewish feasts have already been fulfilled during Christ’s first coming through His life, death, resurrection, and ascension. As New Covenant believers, our understanding is that the remaining three feasts are yet to be fulfilled with details surrounding the second coming of Jesus.

Passover Declares Salvation (Ex. 12:1-13)

“For I will pass through the land of Egypt on that night, and will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the Lord. 13 Now the blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you; and the plague shall not be on you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt.” (Ex. 12:12-13)

“The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!” Jn 1:29 “Again, the next day, John stood with two of his disciples. 36 And looking at Jesus as He walked, he said, “Behold the Lamb of God!” (Jn 1:35-36)
The Feast of Passover prophetically speaks of our personal salvation. It points to the spotless Lamb of God (Jesus) and the necessity of His shed blood on the cross. God’s severe judgments on a sinful, unbelieving world are placed on Christ willingly.  Isaiah tells us, “All we like sheep have gone astray and each of us have turned to his own way. But the iniquity of us all have fallen on Him.” This is the beauty from ashes story of the work salvation of the sacrificial Passover Lamb.

Jesus bore the bitterness of slavery of mankind’s addiction to sin; He enables the believer to escape worldly entanglements and live a life free from sin. “He who knows the Son is free indeed”! (Jn 8:36)
Let Us Remember this Day!
Don Finto (His book is in the IHOPTLH bookstore – Your People Shall Be My People) released the following several years ago:

· On this Day, 3500 years ago, lambs were slaughtered throughout Goshen in Egypt. Hyssop brushes stroked Jewish doorposts with lamb's blood. The children of Israel met quietly, sequestered behind bloodstained doors, waiting to be delivered from 400 years of slavery. 

· On this night, 3500 years ago, the Lord went through the land looking for blood on doorposts. There was a great deliverance, a pass-over. Firstborn sons were slain in houses where there was no blood. Wailing and mourning was heard when judgment came in Egypt.

· On this night, 3500 years ago, freedom was proclaimed in Israel. Firstborn sons of believing Israel were spared through the blood of the lamb. The lamb's blood painted on doorposts brought freedom. The wealth of Egypt became the wealth of Israel. Shouts of joy were heard as Moses led Israel out of Egypt.

· On this night, 3500 years ago, the exodus from Egypt came suddenly. For 3500 years faithful servants of God have remembered this night.

· On this day, 2000 years ago, another Lamb was slain, Human hearts were stroked with Lamb's blood and freed from centuries of slavery.

· On this day, 2000 years ago, the Lord began to look for Lamb's blood on the doorposts of hearts. There was a great deliverance - a passing over.

· On this day, 2000 years ago, wealth was restored to the sons of Adam, another Moses led another Israel out of another Egypt.

· On this day, 2000 years ago, Lambs blood on the doorposts of hearts brought freedom.

Today, the Lamb's blood is still found on human hearts. Great deliverance is found behind a blood-stained door. 
7 PLACES THE BLOOD OF CHRIST WAS SHED
Leviticus 16:14,19 – Before the mercy seat he shall sprinkle some of the blood with his finger SEVEN times.....Then he shall sprinkle some of the blood on it with his finger SEVEN times, cleanse it, and consecrate it.
A. In The Garden of Gethsemane (Lk 22:44)
“And being in agony, He prayed more earnestly. Then His sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground”
B. At The Whipping Post – He Took 39 Stripes (Jn 19:1, Isa. 53:5, I Pet. 2:24)

“So then Pilate took Jesus and scourged Him”. “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon him”. “Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might life for righteousness—By whose stripes you were healed”.

C. Internally – He was wounded inside as well as outwardly, for our transgressions (Broken Heart). 
D. From The Crown of Thorns (Jn 19:2) “And the soldiers twisted a crown of thorns and put it on His head, and they put on Him a purple robe”.
E. His Hands Were Nailed To The Cross (Jn. 19:18)

F. His Feet Were Nailed To The Cross

G. The Piercing of His Side (Jn 19:34) “But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out” (Jn. 19:34). Some medical experts say that is the result of a broken heart.
The Effects For Us Today (7 Places Jesus Shed His Blood) 
1) In Gethsemane - Jesus Won Back Our Willpower. “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right [authority] to become children of God, to those who believe in His name” (Jn. 1:12)

2) The Stripes on Jesus' Back - Won Back Our Health. “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chatisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes [lit. blows that cut in]we are healed.” (Isa. 53:5)

3) Jesus' Crown of Thorns - Won Back Our Prosperity (Jesus broke the curse of Gen. 3:17,18. No more futility)

4) Jesus' Pierced Hands - Won Back Dominion over the Things We Touch
5) Jesus' Pierced Feet - Won Back Dominion over the Places We Walk 

6) Jesus' Pierced Heart - Won Back Our Joy. “Break forth into joy, sing together you waste places of Jerusalem! For the Lord has comforted His people” Isa. 52:9. “Therefore you now have sorrow; but I will see you again and your heart will rejoice, and your joy no one will take from you”. (John 16:22)

7) Jesus' Bruises - Won Our Deliverance from Inner Hurts and Iniquities. “The chastisement for our peace was upon Him.” (Isa. 53:5)
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
